Moved by Collison, supported by Leonard, to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting held 
on March 3, 2020.

THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS ORDAINS: 
 
Section 1. 
The Zoning Map of the City of St. Louis, provided for at Section 5.2 of the Zoning Ordinance, is 
hereby amended as follows: 

a. The premises described immediately below is hereby re-zoned from R-2 One and 
Two Family Residential to R-3 Multi-Family Residential: 

 
Scenic Heights, City of St. Louis, Lots 1 through 7, Block 2 

 
Section 2.  Separability. 
 
If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this ordinance is, for 
any reason, held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such portion 
shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect 
the validity of the remaining portions thereof. 
 
Section 3.  Ordinances Repealed. 
 
All Ordinances and/or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed. 
 
Section 4.  Effective Date. 
 
This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force 30 days from and after its enactment as provided 
by the City Charter.
